Sir Christopher was Britain’s longest-serving ambassador to the US since WW2 — and also one of the
most outspoken and popular. Having also been Press Secretary to Prime Minister John Major and held a
range of other high profile jobs, he has a unique insight into the world of global power, and his name
carries the clout to open doors to an impressive array of individuals. Sir Christopher is also known for his
explosive memoirs detailing his time as the Ambassador to the US, DC Confidential.
